Safety Tip: When leaving E.H. and
traveling south on Wickham Rd, turn north and do a U-turn in Ice Cream Parlor
parking lot. Remember to display the ID sign in front window of car. More ID
signs can be printed, see front office.

Students, who are late to school, must stop in the front office to sign in before
reporting to class.

Students, who are being picked up early, must stop in the front office before
leaving.
